A Bit of Christ UMC History

Rochester Methodist Hospital was born in the 1950’s out of the United Methodist tradition whose founder
John Wesley believed that caring for the body is caring for the soul. The spiritual values of Methodists focus
on grace, living out one’s faith, inclusiveness and education. Christ United Methodist Church lived out these
values by moving their church building so they could donate the land on which Rochester Methodist Hospital
now stands. The hospital immediately developed a Chaplaincy department and was the first to begin training
chaplains through the Clinical Pastoral Education program. ~ Karen Heistand

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CUMC Finance Report

Christ UMC continues to be in sound financial condition. Through September we have received gifts of
$596,000 compared to a budget projection of $587,000. Our net income after expenses was $128,000
compared to a budget of -$4,300.

* $68,009 of the Total and Net Income positive variances is due to a Cares Act grant for continuing to
maintain our pre-Covid employment levels in the 4th quarter of 2020 and 1st quarter of 2021. Because the

state has allowed the reopening of all businesses these grants will no longer be available.
Assets and Liabilities

At the end of September, the church had cash and other marketable assets of $921,255 of which $603,571
was unrestricted, enough to fund 6.6 months of budgeted expenses. Our objective has been 3 to 6 months,

but we continue to believe a more conservative stance is appropriate at least through the end of the year.

Liabilities were $317,683 of which $314,290 were in restricted accounts set aside by the Leadership Board
for specific missions and projects; $36,696 in the Capital Campaign account, $54,661 in the Makinen
Bequest account, $100,443 in Trustee restricted accounts managed by the CUMC Foundation (the

Foundation’s total portfolio at the end of September was $811,562), and lesser amounts in 36 other accounts.
'The church has no long term debt.

‘Through June we have distributed $13,056 to THRIVE! for Scholarships and have $6,935 available for

distribution in October.
